Shirley’s Barkley Bars (our newest member)

Base
% cup butter
Y4 cup sugar
1 large egg
1 teaspoon vanilla
2 cups ground Oreo crumbs
1 cup ground pecans
% cup chopped pecans
Combinein double boiler, butter, sugar, egg,
vanilla, cocoa and set over boiling water until
slightly thickened.
Add Oreo crumbs and all pecans.
Pressmixture down firmly into a
9” square buttered pan and allow to stand while
you combine the filling.
Filling
Y5 soft butter
2 tablespoons milk
2 cups icing sugar
2 teaspoons instant coffee
2 tablespoons hot coffee
2 tablespoons custard powder
1 teaspoon Kahlua (optional)
Combine add over the base and chill
Topping
8 ounces semi sweet chocolate
1 2/3 tablespoons butter
Melt chocolate over very hot water.
Stir butter in slowly.
Spreadover the filling
Refrigerate, cut and enjoy

Endive Spears

with Sweet Potatoes Bacon and Chives.

3 slices bacon, thinly sliced crosswise.

1 small sweet potato, peeled & cut into ¥4" dice,
1% cup

Kosher salt

Freshly ground black pepper

3 tbs thinly sliced fresh chives

2 medium heads Belgian endive

Y4 cup creme fresh or sour cream.

Cook the bacon in a 10" non stick skillet over
medium heat until it has rendered some fat,
about 3 minutes.

Add the sweet potato and ¥4 teaspoon each salt
and pepper.

Cook stirring, until the sweet potato is tender

and the bacon starts to crisp, 6-8 minutes.

Stir in 2tbs chives and season with more salt and
pepper to taste.

Allow to cool.

Slice the bottom ¥2"off the endive so some of the
outer leaves break free. Cut another %2"off and
break some more leaves free. Keep going until all
the larger leaves are free (You should have about
20). If you like trim the leaves so that they are

the same length. Save the remaining endive for
salad. Set the
endive leaves on a larger platter. Spoon the sweet
potato mixture near the base of the leaves. Top
each with a dollop of créme fresh and a sprinkle
of chives. Serve
immediately or let sit for up to 20 minutes.This
recipe is from Taunton’s Fine Cooking magazine and is
one of the appetizers created by Tony Rosenfeld.
